No-Cost Steps to Save Water

Improve Water Conservation Awareness

Incorporate water conservation policy and procedures into
training programs.

Post water-conservation stickers in places where employees
congregate.

Educate employees on water conservation measures.

Initiate an Employee Water Conservation Program

Initiate your awareness program with a letter directed to
each employee from the head of your business that provides
background info about the water conservation policy and its
implications for operations.

Emphasize the need for individual responsibility as part of a
team effort to reduce water consumption.

Recognize and reward those employees who submit ‘water-
saving ideas.’
